
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  

Norma Minton, 48, of Englewood, FL, formerly of Biddeford, Maine, 

died on June 15, 2015 as a result of injuries sustained in a motorcycle 

crash. Norma was born on November 15, 1966. 

A 48-year-old woman died and a 53-year-old man was seriously 

injured when the motorcycle on which they were riding was struck by 

a car whose driver failed to yield the right of way, the Florida 

Highway Patrol reported. The FHP said that Norma Minton of Portland, 

Maine, was a passenger on Anthony Ferguson's 2002 Harley Davidson motorcycle 

traveling south on U.S. 41 at about 4:30 p.m. Sunday. Frank Pafumi, 76, of Osprey, 

proceeded from a stop sign east on Bayshore Drive onto U.S. 41, attempting to turn 

north. The front left of Pafumi's 2014 Honda Civic collided in the south lane with the 

right side of Ferguson's motorcycle. Minton and Ferguson, an Englewood resident, 

were taken to Sarasota Memorial Hospital, where Minton died Monday. Pafumi was 

not injured, according to the FHP. No charges have been filed. The FHP said it is 

investigating.
